2021 Boston Marathon:

Per the Boston Athletic Association (BAA) - The 2021 Boston Marathon will not be held in April and will be
postponed until at least the fall of 2021. Due to the surge in COVID-19 cases in Massachusetts, the B.A.A. will
not be able to confirm a fall Boston Marathon date until early 2021. The B.A.A. will continue to meet with its
COVID-19 Medical & Event Operations Advisory Group and work with city and state officials, sponsors,
organizing committee members, and other stakeholders in preparation for a safe return to in-person racing in
the fall.

Statewide Rollback to Phase 3, Step 1, Additional Restrictions Effective 12/13/2020:
Effective December 13, all communities will roll back to Phase 3, Step 1 of Massachusetts’ re-opening plan,
including the following restrictions:
e Outdoor gatherings at event venues will be limited to no more than 50 people
e Hosts of outdoor gatherings of greater than 25 people will be required to provide advance notice of the
gathering their local board of health
e Indoor theaters and performance venues and higher contact indoor recreation businesses will be
required to close to the public
e Outdoor theaters and performance venues will be limited to 25% capacity, and no more than 50 people
